If so, you 
know the value of building 
and maintaining a high level 
of trust. Was it any easier 
for the disciples?  Probably 
not. While the early 
Christian church was 
h e a d q u a r t e r e d  i n 
Jerusalem, many of the 
twelve were on the road for 
long periods of time. Paul 
struggled in developing and 
ma in ta in ing  a  t rus t 
relat ionship with the 
Corinthians. He reminds 
them in his letter, 
    Moreover it is required 
    of stewards that they  
    be found trustworthy. 
    I Corinthians 4:2 
Trust is the fruit of 
trustworthiness of both 
people and communities. 
Nurturing a spirit of trust is 
not easy. How is it built? In 
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Nurturing a spirit of trust is 
not easy. How is it built in a 
congregation? Here are 
some suggestions:  
1. Make and keep promises 
2. Practice honesty with 

integrity 
3. Practice kindness with 

courtesy 
4. Clarify expectations 
5. Be loyal to those not  
      present 
6.   Be willing to apologize 
7.   Give and receive 
feedback 
8. Be willing to forgive   
 
How do you know when a 
spirit of trust is present?  It 
can often be sensed and 
seen when a group meets.  
Trust becomes a verb when 
individuals communicate to 
each other their worth and 
potential so clearly that they 
are inspired to see it in 
themselves. 
Nutruring a Spirit of Trust by 

trustworthiness comes from 
character and competence.  
Character involves three 
areas: 
Integrity – beliefs, attitudes 
and behaviors are governed 
by principles and natural 
laws 
Maturity - a person shows 
both courage and kindness 
in addressing difficult issues 
Abundance Mentality – 
rather than seeing life as a 
competition with only one 
winner, a person sees a 
wealth of opportunities and 
resources  
 
Competence involves three 
more areas: 
Technical competence – 
sk i l l  and knowledge 
necessary to accomplish a 
specific task 
Conceptual knowledge – 
ability to see the big picture 
and how parts fit together
