The only survivor of a
shipwreck was washed up on a
small, uninhabited island. He
prayed feverishly for God to
rescue him, and every day he
scanned the horizon for help,
but none seemed forthcoming.
Exhausted, he eventually
managed to build a little hut
out of driftwood to protect
him from the elements, and to
store his few possessions.

But then one day, after
scavenging for food, he arrived
home to find his little hut in
flames, the smoke rolling up to
the sky. The worst had
happened; everything was lost.
He was stunned with grief and
anger. “God how could you do
this to me!” he cried.

Early the next day, however,
he was awakened by the sound
of a ship that was approaching
the island. It had come to
rescue him. “How did you
know | was here?” asked the
weary man of his rescuers.

“We saw your smoke signal,”
they replied.

You never know.
God is present.

God’s saving action is always
present in times of crisis. If we
do not acknowledge the crisis,
it is so much harder for us to
recognize our need of rescue.
Otherwise, we are very
comfortable believing that
we’re doing fine on our own.
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We hear the phrase again and
again:  “in these economic
times” and we find it easy to
believe that we have to “trim
the fat” and “tighten our belts”
and “hunker down” and keep
ourselves secure.

We cannot be self-secure.
Our security is always and only
in Christ. Is it ironic that even
the money that we so easily
put in God’s place bears the

inscription “In  God We
Trust™?

As people in our area,
including ourselves, face

difficulties of all kinds — from
unemployment and eviction to
grief and hopelessness — we, as
Christians, are called to act.
To reach out to feed the
hungry and clothe the naked —
and most of all, to speak and
to live the Gospel. We can
choose to decrease our
benevolence so that we can
make ourselves feel secure, or
we can step forward in faith,
trusting in God’s care for us,
and maintain our commitment
in the face of growing need.
Or we can stretch forward in
faith and trust and increase
those commitments.

We can make changes to how
our church operates, how we
function, and how we worship,
so that our needs are met with
the least possible risk or
expense. Or we can reach out
to welcome families struggling
and truly in need of God’s
community. We can maintain

or even increase our
willingness and ability to
reach and to welcome the
unchurched and the
dechurched.

Although we are currently
operating without a budget,
we are not operating
without responsibility and
principles of good
stewardship, proper care of
our resources. Some cuts
have been made, and others
continue to be evaluated as
we work toward a budget
that serves God’s ministry in
us.
