when it was needed most. 
 
As we worry about “these 
economic times” and our 
own security in money, and 
how our church budget will 
be met, let us take time to 
praise God for how far a 
dollar really goes when we 
release it to God’s work.  It 
changes the world.

make the best of a difficult 
situation.  For instance, one 
family lived in a house that 
had been home to several 
generations – the homestead 
of a family farm.  Not only 
were contents lost, but 
FEMA recommended razing 
the entire structure, a 
heartbreaking decision for 
the family.  They are trying to 
save at least some of the 
historic structure.  Another 
family has a daughter who is 
confined to a wheelchair.  
She’s a senior in high school, 
a gifted student, who has 
endured many surgeries.  
They have lost their home, 
and are trying to rebuild at a 
higher elevation, and needing 
the home to be handicap-
accessible for their daughter.  
This need requires special 
considerations which are 
costing extra time and 
money.   
 
Meanwhile, the church has 
been a source of help and 
strength to its members and 
to the community.  Already 
the building designated as a 
storm shelter for the area,  
has also become a center for 
helpful resources.  Through 
their volunteer structure, 
government organizations – 
federal, state, and county – 
have been able to connect  

So what is the deal with our 
sister congregation?  As 
donations have been received, 
we’ve sent them to St. John in 
Clarksville, Iowa with a letter, 
hoping to hear something….  
But we had not heard from 
them. 
 
Recently, when a check had 
not cleared the bank, I took 
the opportunity to phone – 
and had a wonderfu l 
conversation with the pastor 
there. 
 
He spoke emphatically about 
how much they appreciate not 
just our monetary gifts, but 
our prayer support and our 
accompaniment on this 
recovery.  They still have a 
long way to go. 
 
A t  f i r s t ,  go ve rnmen t 
organizations like FEMA were 
present; they don’t stay long, 
though.  Many of the people 
affected by the flooding last 
summer are still far from 
restored.  Some are just now 
receiving the payments they 
were told to expect.  Others 
have taken down homes and 
cleared lots, but have not been 
able to rebuild.
