The real test of thankfulness is 

whether we can give thanks from 

the heart for what we  have.

The Pi lgr ims knew how 

dependent they were on God.

They were quick to 

thank Him during abundant times 

too. 

What to do about the flu?  

Q:   What is the difference between H1N1 and regular flu strains?  

A:   Influenza can cause fever, aches, fatigue, weakness, a cough, chest discomfort and sore throat. In 

severe cases, flu can lead to complications, such as pneumonia, respiratory failure and even death. H1N1 

flu (formerly known as human swine flu) is a new kind of flu in humans, so we have no natural resistance to 

it.  

Q:   How can I protect my family? 

A:   The virus is spread through droplets in the air and hand contact, so routinely washing your hands with 

soap and water is the best way for your family to steer clear of H1N1. When you canõt wash at the sink, 

use an alcohol-based hand sanitizer.  

Q:   Will flu shots protect us? 

A:   Yes and no. The regular flu vaccine will protect you against many strains of flu. A specific H1N1 

vaccine is expected to be available by mid-November, and will be offered first to high-priority people: 

health care workers, pregnant women, children and those with a compromised immune system or a 

chronic disease, such as asthma.  The only portals of entry for the flu and the nose and mouth, and while 

expose is nearly unavoidable, infection is not.  There are simple òcommon senseó steps we can all take to 

stay healthy. 
1.  Wash your hands.  Often.  Soap and warm water.  Friction, not just a rinse.  If you  cannot wash your 

hands, use hand sanitizer frequently. 

2.   Donõt touch your face.  Cover your mouth and nose with your sleeve when you cough or sneeze. 

3.  Gargle with warm salt water or mouthwash.  It takes 2 ð 3 days after initial infection for the flu to 

develop symptoms.  Gargling keeps the germs from being able to òtake holdó and make you sick.  Drinking 

warm liquids will also help with this. 

4.  Drink liquids, and eat healthy foods.  Get enough rest.  Take good care of yourself and your loved ones.
