Left to themselves, the cattle
will generally panic and
attempt to run away.

They turn in the direction of
the storm, heads downward,
and walk slowly into the
wind. Storm-related injuries
or deaths for buffalo on the
Great Plains are much less
common than for cattle.

Each of us faces a storm now
and then. We see something
coming, or perhaps are
suddenly immersed in a
situation, and we cannot run
away. We have to face it,
although we cannot control
it.

But we never face these
storms alone. God has
